A Quality Control (QC) Manual is the written description of the quality control program
that address all requirements of Codes, Acts and Regulations. A QC Manual is required if the
company intends to construct, install, alter or repair a boiler, pressure vessel, fitting, pressure
piping system or refrigeration plants, with some exemptions. Manuals and licensing require
approval from the Technical Safety Authority of Saskatchewan (TSASK).
